 1. AGE CATEGORIES
Category  I-Grade 1-3
Category II-Grade 4-6
Entries must be submitted by participating schools. One entry per student!


2. ARTWORK & POETRY SIZE
Artwork Must be 8 1/2” x 11”, on white or buff paper. Pictures should not be mounted or framed. Paper this size can be found in most art supply stores or you may use plain printer paper. Poetry can be 1/2 to 1 page long neatly printed and free of errors!

3. MEDIA
Crayon, pencil, watercolor, colored pencil, on a flat surface.

4. THEME
Artwork should reflect the “BE KIND TO ANIMALS” theme. Consider topics like pet care, stopping pet overpopulation, concern for wildlife, obeying animal laws, careers in animal work, adopting homeless pets, etc. Be creative, and we would like further ideas! Please, no copying work. Teachers are welcome to provide direction.

5. IDENTIFICATION
All artwork MUST have a completed entry form attached to the Back. Please be sure to fill it out completely and legibly. Secure the entry form to the artwork by taping it to the BACK of the artwork, DO NOT STAPLE OR GLUE THE ENTRY.

6. DEADLINE: MARCH 31, 2010
Bring your artwork/creative writing to the classroom teacher for insertion in classroom envelope that will be forwarded to the school’s office. You may deliver the entries anytime before the March 31, 2010 deadline.
